After you’ve received communion there is always the opportunity to be 
prayed for or to spend some time in quiet prayer on your own.  Please use 
the side chapel area for this.  People will be happy to pray with you for 
healing, for help with a problem, or for whatever you want.  Come for your 
own needs or for the needs of others.  You are also welcome to pray quietly 
on your own in that area.

Click on the 
link to confirm this and you will then be able to vote. 
 

Select ‘Vote for a Project Now’ and then type in ‘Stalybridge Street Pastors’.  
Click on the magnifying glass to search.  Then click on the words 
‘Stalybridge Street Pastors’ that appear on the right, tick the box that says 
you accept the conditions, and click ‘Vote’. 
 

Please  pass this on to your friends and encourage as many people as 
possible to do this – the more votes, the better the chance of being given 
some funding.          There are only 15 days left to vote!
